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Dear Supporters,  

Greetings from Spain, in the wonderful name of our Lord Jesus!
 
In  November,  we  conducted  our  26th  Mens'  Prayer  Conference.  Our  guest 
speaker was Dr. Spence from Foundations Bible Church, College, and Seminary 
in North Carolina. His messages were a blessing. If anyone would like to hear 
them,  you  can  find  them  in  www.revistafundamentosbiblicos.com/
sermonesdeaudio.

It is with joy that we write this letter to you for three main reasons: First, it is a 
month that we remember more vividly the coming of our Lord Jesus to this 
Earth with the purpose to save us from sin and condemnation. Second, my wife 
and I celebrate our 46th wedding anniversary the 26th of this month. Third, we 
found a storefront that we can rent and start a church in Villanueva close by our 
home.

For about two to three years, we met in the Civil Center of our town. However, 
we feel the location was hindering. Some even people ignored that we were 
there.  Since we got this new place,  many people are asking us what we are 
going to do there. It has been an excellent opportunity to speak with the people. 
One of our neighbors told me the other day, "You now can go to church just by 
walking." Then I said, "How do you know that I am coming from the church we 
are preparing?" She said: “Half of the people in town already know you are 
preparing  a  Baptist  church  there.  On  Facebook,  we  are  connected  with  a 
thousand people. One friend asked, 'does anybody know what is going to be in 
that storefront?' And another answered back saying: 'It is going to be a Baptist 
Church.'”  The  storefront  even faces  the  Public  Academy where  hundreds  of 
parents  and  children  pass  by  the  front  of  the  church  every  day.  Free 
advertisement!  So, it seems that the Lord is preparing the field of this little town 
of about 10,000 people. Praised be our Lord Jesus!

We already have the pews and the old pulpit we used at our church in Alcalá. 
But  we  are  painting  the  inside  and  outside,  connecting  electricity,  and  we 
already have paid about $1,000 as a deposit for the contract. We paid rent for the 
storefront for the first time this month of December. Even so, we need some 
help to fund the paperwork that allows us to use the facility as a church, and 
some other expenses we have to cover. We need to buy the advertisement panel 
on  the  outside  saying:  “IGLESIA BAUTISTA VIDA NUEVA”  (New  Life 
Baptist Church). It will cost about $1,500. We believe we will need in total some 
$3,500 to be prepared to inaugurate this new church. Would you help us to face 
this new challenge in our ministering here in Spain? Please pray for this need.
